If possible please can you change the device name to your child’s name so that
teachers can see who is joining the call.
During any live sessions, my parent/carer must be present in the room or in the next
room with the door open so they can see and hear everything that is happening
during the live session.

o my environment is quiet and free from distractions

o my device is muted unless | am told otherwise

o the background (and foreground) is appropriate and as neutral as

possible (please be mindful of what is visible behind you/in front of you)
o | am appropriately dressed
o | listen and stay involved
